At 
the 1997 Annual Meeting the Memorial Book 
will be unveiled for the first time and on display 
for public viewing. The first eight recognized 
nurses have been selected and their photographs, 
biographical data and contributions to nursing 
entered in the book, (see page 2).

Specific indicators 
have been developed which 
are diverse in nature. Nomi-
nations should include full 
name, dates, a 250 word 
account of the nominee's 
contributions, other support-
ing information and a pho-
tograph. 

All nominations are 
welcome. Names will be put forward each year 
but all names will be retained and submitted in 
subsequent years. The deadline for submission 
is in the spring and will be published in Nursing 
B.C. All nomination materials should be sent to 
the History of Nursing Professional Practice 
Group, c/o RNABC, 2855 Arbutus St., Vancou-
ver, B.C. V6J3Y8.
