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Atlin Hospital
Thefirst provinciad Government Hospita in Atlin was™alow log building sunk in the

hillside overlookingthe lake. Its shed roof was made of poles covered with dirt. itsfloor
wassix inchesof sawdust, and as | stood my head was not more than six inchesfrom the
roof poles. Lying on alow cot wasthe man I had come to see, and on pole bunksaround
therewere fiveothersinjured and diseased. The only nurse was a so-called abandoned
womanwho nursed, cooked and washed for the hospital without reward. God bless her
for her work."

Reverend John Pringle wrote the above when hefirst visited in April 1899. He
immediately fired off an urgent request to Presbyterian Church Headquarters in Toronto.
The Presbyterian ladieshad already raised $1500 for the Klondike Nurses Committeeand
the Victorian Order of Nurses sent a contingent to the Y ukon. The Toronto ladiesthen
turned their full attentionto Atlin and began looking for suitable nursesto fill Pringle’s
request.

Miss Elizabeth Mitchell and Miss Helen Bone accepted the challengeto carefor the sick
in adistant, isolated place called Atlin. They departed on June 30, 1899 with six large
bags packed with medical supplies, beddingand winter clothing. By July 22 they werein
Atlin wheretheir hospital had yet to be created. They weregiven atiny house and atent
was put next to the cabin to provide some shelter. Therewerefour cots made of canvas
stretched between poles driven into the ground. Pillowswereimprovised and stuffed with
hay.

Elizabeth Mitchell was50 yearsold, strong, healthy and deeply dedicated. Her training
in Philadelphia and many subsequent yearsof experience made her invaluableto Atlin.
Helen Bonewas a .graduate of Grace Hospital in Toronto. She workedthe 9 amto 9 pm
shift and Elizabeth Mitchell took over at night. Mealswere cooked by the™ off duty™
nurse. They received salariesof $25 amonth, plus furniture, food, firewood, uniforms
and rent free home. These nursessoon attained a positionof honour withinthe camp
where the minersregarded them astrue angels of mercy.

In January 1900 Reverend Pringle sat with parishioner James Stables to discusshis
plansand dream of building ahospital. Stablespromptly enlisted the help of miners,
storekeepers and professiona men who were willing to donate materialsand timeto build
ahospital. It was not easy working in cold westher but there was warm camaraderie
amongst the workers. On extremely chilly daysthe nurseswarmed up frozen nailsfor the
carpenters. When Pringle returned from out of town dutiesthe hospital was almost
completed at the cost of $25.

St. Andrew's Hospital faced Discovery Avenueat the comer of Third Street. Its
numerouswindowsmade theinterior light and airy. 1t wasfinished with drop siding and
the outsidewallswerefilled with sawdust for insulation. Therewasa nine bed ward, a
bath room and an operating room. The kitchen was atent behind the hospital with afine
cooking range donated by Mr. Charleson of Dominion Telegraph. Patientswere
transferred to the new St. Andrew's Hospital on 24 February 1900. Donationsarrived
from all over Canada. Blankets, sheetsand pillowscame from Vancouver Presbyterian
Churches, Booksand a sawing machinefrom Ontario, Slippersfrom a manufacturerin
Toronto, and clothing from Nova Scotia
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Thefollowing year an outbreak of scarlet fever made it necessary to providean isolation
hospital. Then in the summer of 1902 money was sent from Toronto for constructionof a
six bed woman's ward as Atlin was becoming afamily community. Also added wasthe
Nurses Residence. The salary was raised to $50 per month (half the amount paid to a
teacher , apolicemanor acook ). ElizabethMitchell and Helen Bone declared they bad
enjoyed their stay in Atlin, and worked tirelesdly for three yearsthough their contract
statedt wo. They asked to berelieved of their dutiesin thefall. Replacements were
found..... but their storiescan be shared later.

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Joanna Lum Emery

Joanna, bornin Banff in 1932, grew up in avery rural setting at Fort Steele, BC. She set
her sightson a nursing career when she was about ten yearsold and graduated from St.
Joseph's Hospital in Victoriain 1954. She worked in many different hospital sacross
Canadaand maintained her enthusiasm for her profession throughout the years. She

~ inspired two younger SSersandfive nieces and-one daughter to followi n her-footsteps.

Joannawasa shy girl raised inthe Anglicanfaith who entered trainingin St. Joseph's
Roman Catholic Hospitd in Victoriain thefall of 1951. St Joeswas closeto afamily
friend who promised to ""keep an eye on™ the apprehensive young lady. The Sistersof St.
Annewere conscientious and strict. Of the 70 studentswho started, only 35 graduated in
1954.

In the summer of 1954 Banff Mineral Springs Hospital offered therapy for post polio
patients, as well as handling emergency cases from climbing or automobile accidents.
Joannaand her friend Jackie Sunnus worked there from April till September then applied
for jobsat Vancouver General Hospital. Joanna shared her apartment with her younger
sister Lornawho cameto study at UBC. Joannarequested to work at the Health Centre
for Childrenat Vancouver General Hospital. Prior to her staff appointment in Pediatrics
Joannawas assigned to the Men's Medical Ward. There she saw one.of thefirst uses of

-electrie shock-of the heart (defibrillation). When she moved to Pediatrics she furthered
her aim to becomeavery specid friend to little patients. And, in an erawhen parents
were not alwaysableto be at the youngster's bedside, Joanna's sister sometimescameto
visit and play with theloneliest children.

She met John Emery, a navigator with the Search and Rescue serviceof the RCAF, asa
member of her circle of friends. A casual friendship blossomed into romance. The two
were married in December 1956 at St. John's Anglican Churchin Victoria. John was
transferred to Comox. The new Mrs. Emery worked casual at the Comox Hospital,
pausing when her first child, Susan was born but continuingtill the spring of 1959. In
Vancouver two more children (David and Hope) were born to the couple. Her husband,
after servingsix years, | eft the regular air force to take engineering studiesat UBC. John
remained in the Reserve Forcesdoing shiftswith the Air Force on weekendsand all
summer. Upon graduation as a Civil Engineer he followed work opportunitiesfirst wth
private companiesthen eventually served with the Federa Government. The family
moved to Winnipeg, then London, Ontario and finally to Ottawa.

~Joanna watched her children grow and gaimr in confidence: Something bothered her! She
calculated that if sheworked for 6 weeks she could afford a new carpet for their home.
Immediately after she had been interviewed at the Salvation Army's Grace Hospital in
Ottawa che received a call to comein to Special a patient serioudly ill after a self-induced
abortion. Oncethat patient was healed and discharged Mrs. Emery went on staff for
Sseventeen years.
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During the affiliation with Grace Hospital Mrs. Emery attended the University of
Ottawato obtain her degreein Public Health nursing. The empioyers directed her new
found administrativeskills. She became Relief Supervisor and Obstetrical Co-ordinator
and soon upgraded training programs for nursesplus preand post partum patients. No
longer were still birthsdismissed with, *You can still have another child”. Thewhole
being, emotional, psychologica and physical wereto be considered. Finally Abortion
Counseglingwas permitted to look at the total picture for Women. Joannawas pleased
with the many improvementsin the program to serve women in a sensitive, efficientlong
term way. However, further advancesin practiceand procedurewere put on hold when
male Hospital Administratorsreplaced the Hospital Matron or Superintendent. (And, to
add insult to injury, the office staff under male administratorswere paid more than
NUrses.)

By 1983 John was transferred to Calgary. Joannaapplied to work at the GraceHospita
there. Thistimeit meant she becamea member of a union. The hospital board welcomed
the opportunity to have all levelsof staff upgraded to the standards recently implemented
in their Ottawaunit. Three years|later when the upgrade was done, rather than bump
another union nurse she chose to leave. Mrs. Emery then found a positionas Director of
Nursesfor a privately owned medium sized (123 patients) nursing homein Cagary. She
quickly established good working relationswith the staff and | eft there, reluctantly, at age
60.

John and Joanne Emery prepared for their retirement years by purchasing a 38 acre block
of benchlandat Fort Steele. It had been ravaged by aforest fire so needed considerable
cleanup. They built acabinin 1985 and ahousein 1993. When they settled in in 1993
Joanna opened a Bed and Breakfast which has proved very popular with tourists from
around theworld. Special care bringssome back again and again. Onefeature
appreciated by locasisa’ Wedding Garden'™ with an ornamental arch and flower
gardensplusa magnificent panoramic view of the Rocky Mountains, Kootenay River and
Purcell Mountains. Joannanow liveswhere sheand her siblingsoften played in those
days before she commenced her nursing caree.
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Y our editor regretsthat the picturesaccompanying TinaBates Report from Canadian
Museum of Civilization were so pale that they would not register in black and white.

it: "Therewere about 20 of usand over the campfire, the host cooked Bully Beef: tinned
meat of somekind (?) & peas served over 'hard tack," which one of the other guyshad
made. Someone el se had cooked potatoesand scrambled eggs together, which would've
been what the French & Belgian women served the soldiers, along w/ wine & not too
sure about Stellabeer- don't know if it wasaround in 1916, but it certainly wasaround in
2006!! Of course, everyone had their daily ration of r um(courtesy of arum jar bought in
Europe). After chowing down, we had ow platoon picture taken with 2 four-legged
mascots& | had therum jar in hand... We retreated to the bunker (basement) astherain
was not friendly & proceeded to watch war movies. | left just beforethe host madeteain
a petrol can.... those poor soldiers!!" In March she spent 2 weeks visiting French and
Belgian cemeteries, museumsand memorials created for and honoring the soldiersand
health care providersof both World Wars. Especialy movingwasavisit to a cemetery
off the beaten path where they saw the graves of three Canadian Nursing Sisterskilled on
May 30, 1918 during a bombing raid on their hospital. Thistrip has stirred an even
deeper interest in military history and specifically in health care during wartime.

Frances Marion (Hewgill) Mitchell 1911-2006

Fran was born in Moosomin, Saskatchewan , trained in the Winnipeg General Hospital
graduating in 1934. She became a Public Health Nurse in the East Kootenay Area,
following the term of Esther Paulson . She met a widower teaching in- Galena School
and married him in August 1956. Charlie Mitchell moved to the West Kootenay when
Galena closed down. Fran served many years as PHN in Salmo, BC where she and
Charlie worked till their retirement in 1965. They moved to Penticton where they
gardened, supported the Penticton United Church and Fran was welcomed by step-
grandchildren and great grandchildren.

Glennis Zilm continuesto give guest lectureson history of nursing each termto first
year studentsat Kwantlen University College. She dressesin costumeas Mrs. Kate
Miller, Canadas first Nursing Sister. Mrs. Miller wasin chargeof the hospital at
Saskatoon during the 1885 North-West Rebellion (the second Rell Rebellion), and
Glennis hasdone a great deal of researchinto her life. Thisfall, she also gavea history of
nursing seminar with fourth-year studentsat Douglas Collegein New Westminster.
